The custom designed island
provides ample storage space and houses
a second dishwasher for big gatherings.
The designer even added two secret stor-
age cabinets under the counter stools.
The custom designed glass and ceramic
backsplash adds sparkle and shine and is
easy to maintain as are the stainless sur-
faces of the professional style appliances
in the room.

Natural woven wood shades allow
sunlight to filter through and play off

the warm tones of wood stained cabi-

nets. Easier to clean than fabric window
treatments, they also add an organic el-
ement to the space. The cabinets have
been outfitted with brushed nickel knobs
and drawer pulls which blend well with
the stainless finish found on the appli-
ances. This thoughtful mix of texture
and finishes has helped breathe new life
into this beautiful space, making it the
perfect gathering place for family and
friends alike.
